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United States Prepares for More War

Could it be that the Bush Administration
is thinking of starting another war — this time
with Ir an? Listening closely ,you can hear the
drumbeats of war despite the U.S. having a
military often described as “brok en,” athree
trillion dollar debt for the two wars already
being waged, and an economy in crisis. Listen
to the drumbeat...

Pulitzer prize-winning journalist Seymour
Hersh published an article in the New Yorker
(July 7 & 14, 2008) outlining the plans for war
against Iran. In that article, he described how
last year the president secretly asked Congres-
sional and Senate leaders for $400 million for “a
major escalation of covert actions against
Iran.” Agroup of eight R epublican and Demo-
cratic leaders were briefed and okayed the
spending, but at least one was so bothered
that he/she contacted Hersh and other news
outlets to make this
public. The funding
was approved at the
same time that a
National Intelligence
Estimate (NIE) was
released saying that
Iran w as not work -
ing on nuclear
weapons. Despite the NIE, the administration
has continued to say that urgent action is
essential.

Joschka Fisher , the former German
Foreign Minister , w as quoted in the Hersh
article, “Should this newest attempt fail [per-
suading Iran to stop its peaceful nuclear pro-
gram], things will soon get serious. Deadly
serious. ”

Defense Secretary Robert Gates was
reported to have said during a lunch meeting
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with Democrats that a preemptive strike on Iran
could have dangerous consequences. More specifi-
cally, he said that such an action would “create
gener ations of jihadists. " His comments “stunned
the Democr ats at the lunch. " Gates has since
backed down from this comment.
The most troubling piece of Hersh’s article
is that the eight Congressional leaders were briefed
on this $400 million package, which included a
provision allowing for deadly force. The four
Democrats were House Speaker Nancy Pelosi,
Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid, Senate Intelli-
gence Committee Chairman John D .Rockefeller IV ,
and House Intelligence Committee Chairman
Silvestre Reyes. For the package to be approved,
at least some of these Democr ats had to sign off
Hersh leaves us to guess which of the four agreed
and which were opposed enough to leak the story
Inaprevious New Yorker article [“The Next
Act,” 11/06], Hersh re-
ported that Vice President
Cheney is convinced that
the U.S. should attack
Iran before the current
administration leaves
office because of the fear
that the next administra-
tion wouldn’t do it.
Hersh is not the only journalist watching
the Ir an situation carefully . John H. Richardson
warns that the Bush administration is “headed
straight for war with Iran” and that “it had been
set on this course fory  ears.” [Esquire , November,
2007, “The Secret History of the Impending W ar With Ir an
That the White House Doesn’ t Want Y ou to Know ."
The alternative media web site
Counterpunch published a story in May regarding
the change in leadership of the Central Command
for the Middle East:

[Admir al William] F allon has since
departed. His abrupt resignation in
early March followed the publication of
his unvarnished views on our policy of
confrontation with Iran, something
that is unlikely to happen to his
replacement, George Bush’s favorite
general, David Petraeus. ...Though
Petraeus is not due to take formal
command at Centcom [United States

PEC Supports Freedom for Efren Paredes, Jr.

Over 38 years, the Peace Education Center (PEC) has tackled some tough issues and
causes. It was 30 years ago when the PEC, led by John Masterson and Barbara Thibeault,
coordinated an international campaign to free Sami Esmail, a Michigan State University (MSU)
student unjustly detained and imprisoned by Israeli Defense Forces. It took a tenacious effort
to gain his release.

Personally , we'v e been trying to get the full Sami Esmail story directly from Masterson,
but we can't ever seem to slow him down long enough. At 70, Masterson — who claims to be
“just a math professor” — is currently busy with a cause just as
tough as the one 30 years ago. The case this time is the plight of

On March 8, 1989, a grocery store manager was murdered

in St. Joseph, Michigan. A 15-year old Latino honor student was
convicted of murder and armed robbery and was sentenced to
three life terms, two with no parole. The conviction was based strictly on circumstantial
evidence and the story is set in an out-of-kilter justice system and filled with a rogue’s gallery
of char acters. As aresult, Efren P aredes, Jr ., is spending his 19 ™ year in prison for murder he
did not commit.
Space limitations prevent us from recounting the full scope of injustice in this case.

Perhaps you have seen the billboards in
Lansing recently that read:

“ONE DAY OF THE IRAQ WAR = $720,000,000
How would you spend it?”

The billboards were put up by the Greater
Lansing Network AgainstW  ar & Injustice (GLNA ~ WI).
The billboard may make some think about local needs
and how many tax dollars are diverted from the
Lansing metropolitan area because they are spent on
the war in Irag. Lansing taxpayers will pay $163
million for total approved spending for the war in Iraq
to date.

What could Lansing have done with the same
amount of money? According to The National Priori-
ties Project/Bringing the Federal Budget Home web
site, Lansing could, with that money:

| Provide 121,858 children with health care for
ayear

I Pay 3,382 public safety officers for a year

I - Supply 2,302 elementary school teachers for
one year

I Make health care available for 61,274 people
for a year

I Make 1,314 affordable housing units available

I Give 16,759 scholarships to college students
for one year

We need feder al money to stop foreclosures
that put Lansing families out on the street. The tax
dollars going to Iraq could also help find a permanent
solution to the high cost of gas, milk, and groceries.

We also need to ask about the incalculable
cost in the precious human lives of U.S. soldiers, as
well as Iraqis. The billboards remind us every day to
ask: How much more is the Iraq war going to cost
us?

| went to the prison to visit Efren July 7,
2008. | was so impressed by Efren when | was
there. He is such an inspiring figure. He has been
wrongfully convicted of a crime and lost almost 20
years of his life, which in all accounts would seem
to give him justification to be angry about his
imprisonment; but instead he has chosen to spread
a message of hope, service, and a higher calling to
his fellow prisoners.

Efren started a group called Latin American
and Spanish Speaking Organization (LASSO) in the
prison. Several prisoners of Latin American de-
scent and a few prisoners from African American
and Caucasian backgrounds get together to talk
about human rights issues, current events, politics,
and listen to speakers. | went to speak to LASSO
on behalf of the P eace Education Center , but
honestly , after hearing Efren’ s amazing talk about
service and a higher calling, and watching these
prisoners nod in agreement, | felt | was the one
there who was to learn something — not the other
way around.

| stood up and explained the work of the
PEC and why working toward a better world was so
important to me. They really appreciated knowing
that | had struggled, too, and honored and ap-
plauded me for using my past experiences as my
calling to work for justice. They even threw me a
few hardball questions, asking me about my opin-
ions concerning human rights abuses in China; they
were educated and concerned citizens. Even more

amazing was to see them respond enthusiasti-
cally to the mission of the PEC and ask how they
can help us out. They even offered to do
fundraising right out of the prison for us.

| look forward to seeing them all again,
and to continue to support Efren’s work within
the prison while he is there — though I'm sure
that he will not be there much longer; he de-
serv es to be out here with us. Co-chair T
is scheduled to meet Efren and LASSO at the
prison on November 3, 2008.

U.S Prepares for More War

there are abundant signs that something may happen before then. A Marine amphibious
force, originally due to leave San Diego for the Persian Gulf in mid June, has had its sailing
date abruptly moved up to May 4. A scheduled meeting in Europe between French diplomats
acting as intermediaries for the U.S. and Iranian representatives has been abruptly cancelled
in the last two weeks. Petraeus is said to be at work on a master briefing for Congress to
demonstrate conclusively that the Iranians are the source of our current troubles in Iraq,
thanks to their support for the Shia militia currently under attack by U.S. forces in Baghdad.

Most of the media are blithely going along
with White House fear mongering that Iran is on
the verge of having nuclear weapons and needs to
be stopped. At the May 10 Michigan Policy Sum-
mitin Lansing, Amy Goodman of Democracy Now!
told the PEC’'s Peace Podcast that the corporate
media repeated the Bush administration’s lies
about Ir agq’s WMDs. “Y et,” she said in reference
to Iran, “[the corporate media] are doing exactly
the same thing, reading from the same scripts,
[and] talking about weapons of mass destruction
when the National Intelligence Estimate of the 16
main intelligence agencies in this country said it's
not true, the evidence isn’t there. The IAEA — the
International Atomic Energy Agency — says the
same thing. And you can keep hearing this man-
tra, ‘W eapons of mass destruction’ for Ir an.” [PEC

Frieda Brown first encountered the organization now
called the Peace Education Center in 1970, when she met John
Masterson at an MSU movie screening. Since then, Frieda has
served on the PEC board, participated in numerous PEC events,
attended nearly every annual meeting, and has been an
important continuing voice in the peace movement. Asked about
what inspires her continuing support of the PEC, Brown says “I
grew up in a home that taught me about our social and political
environment —Ihad anextr aordinarily progressiv. e mother .

Ireally didn’ tthinkit could get worse
than Nix on.” Though she retired from the PEC board in 1997,

Brown has continued volunteering in a number of capacities,

from working at the library at the Meridian Senior Center to

helping a friend with a bookstore. But she continues to read

about social justice issues affecting the world’s peoples. “I wish

we didn’ t need the P eace Education Center ,” she sa ys, “but this
country’s never needed it more. Sometimes | wonder if we're
bey ond repair ,” she sa ys, “but we ha ve to k eep trying.
